March Daily Activities at Home
 12 months and up
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March 3-7
· For sandbox or sand table play, give your child a variety of cups, funnels, empty spice jars with shaker lids and colanders.  Add water and watch them explore all the tactile possibilities. 
· Whip up some jellies-4pkgs of unflavoured gelatin, 2 cups of cold fruit juice, 2 cups of hot fruit juice.  Combine and stir, pour into cake pan and refrigerate.  Use cookie cutters to cut out jellies.  Even more fun to allow your child to do this part!
· End the day asking your child about the adventures they had that day.  It helps to exercise their memories and unwind.  
· Challenge balance, encourage imitative play, and have a laugh.  Let your toddler take a walk in mommy or daddys shoes, literally!
· Song time! Do your ears hang low? Do they wobble to and fro? Can you tie em in a knot? Can you tie em in a bow? Can you throw them over your shoulder like a continental soldier? Do your ears….hang…low?
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March 10-14

· Let your child “paint” the outside of the house (or deck, sidewalk, fence) with a bucket of water and a big paint brush.  
· Invest in some stacking cups.  Besides stacking they are great for molding sand castles, washing a doll’s hair, holding a lake for tiny boats to float in, tracing circles, learning about sizes and colours, you name it!
· Song time! The itsy bitsy spider climbed up the waterspout.  Down came the rain and washed the spider out.  Out came the sun and dried up all the rain.  And the itsy bitsy spider climbed up the spout again!
· Set up a toy laundry for your child to wash their doll blankets, clothes, pet collars.  Give a pan of water with a tiny bit soap and another with plain water for rinsing with a clothes line to dry.  Children love to imitate.  
· Ask your toddler to “read” to you!  Ask questions like, ‘What do you see here”, “what is ______ doing?”  “What do you think they will do next”. 
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
