May Daily Activities at Home
3-5 years

May 1-2
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· With the weather getting so much nicer, get out some side walk chalk.  Draw a hopscotch on the sidewalk (make sure it’s child size) and teach your child how to counting from 1-9.  Can they balance on one foot?  Can they jump from one square to the next on one foot?
· Paint the fence! Don’t panic…use water.  Give your child a paint brush and a bucket of water and let them paint designs on the fence.   



May5-8
· Fill a bag or pillowcase with different items that are familiar to your child.  Have your child reach in, gran an item and guess what it is.  No peeking!  Allow three guesses then pull it out and see if they guessed it correct.  
· Once your child has gotten the hang of the guessing game make it a little harder and add a variety of items to the bag from different rooms in the house.  
· Take turns.  Have your child load up the bag with items and it’s your turn to guess!
· Teach descriptive words as your playing this game.  Ask if the object is soft or hard, warm or cold,  smooth or rough….
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May 12-16
· Either make your own or go to this website and print out the free printable game of snakes and ladders.  https://www.craftnhome.com/snakes-and-ladders-game.html#google_vignette Whether you choose to make your own game or print out the black and white version, now it’s time to add some colour to your game.  Have your child colour each square.  You can add degrees of difficulty to this and have them colour in a pattern…blue, red, green, blue, red, green…  Make sure they choose a different colour for the snakes.  
· Now we need some dice for our game.  Of course you can use some that you already have but it’s far more fun to make them!  Go to the following website to print off two different templates for dice. http://printables.atozteacherstuff.com/4288/printable-dice-pattern/  One has the numbers on it already.  Use this one to have your child copy and make their own.  Now some scissor work, which some may be able to do independently.  Then fold and glue to make your die.  
· Next we need some game pieces.  Here’s the fun part.  Go for a walk with your child and pick some rocks that are about the same size as the squares on your game board.  Bring the rocks home and paint the rocks whatever colours you’d like.  
· Try out the new game.  Help your child count the dots on the dice and move the correct spaces.  Talk and teach about taking turns.  
· Invite one or two friends over to play the game.  This is a great opportunity to practice turn taking.  




May 20-23
· Place pillows, large books or carpet squares all over the floor within stepping distance.  Then pretend that the floor is water and you have to step on the rocks or the crocodiles will get you!
· As your child masters this game move the items a little farther apart so that a little jump is required.  
· Can they try this jumping on one foot?  
· Create an island that is safe to rest and maybe have a snack on in the center of your Rock islands.  

May 26-30
· Blow up a few balloons and play a catch game with them, with your child using two hands to catch the balloon.  
· Once your child has mastered the catching game, use the balloons to hit them back and forth between the two of you.  
· Practice counting, how many times can you hit it back and forth before the balloon hits the floor.  
· To make this more challenging turn a fan on low and you’ll have to run to catch or hit the balloon.  Maybe the goal is just to keep it from hitting the ground.  This is a great way to get some energy out!
· Once your child feels confident enough take this game outside and use a soft ball to play.  
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
